Jimmy Clark’'s work is about history, perceived, discovered and created.
He works almost exclusively with the pinch technique, which is to say he
forms each piece out of a single lump of clay, one of the earliest methods
used to make pottery. He coats most of them with terra sigillata, a shiny
slip dating back to the ancient Greeks and fires them in a sawdust or
pit-fire, which blackens them in unpredictable ways. Much of his recent
work incorporates shards that he finds while walking in the Wissahickon
Woods. He relishes the notion that he is repurposing these discarded
pieces of history. His forms are inspired by ancient pottery of all kinds.

The Windsor chair is an enduring style of American chair with its roots in English
country outdoor furniture. Hand-made Windsor chairs have been in the United
States since the mid-1700s. Each chair and all of its parts are handmade here in
my Aston, PA shop. Locally sourced woods, such as white pine, poplar, maple, oak,
hickory, ash, cherry, sycamore and walnut are used in particular parts of the chair,
just as they were back in the colonial days. Through the efforts of local craftsman
like myself, the Windsor chair will endure for many more years. But this is not all
we do. Various wooden items are also made such as stools, benches, coffee tables,
walking sticks, canes, beer/wine/growler caddies, pens, bowls and snowmen.

RESUME:

Making Windsor chairs started many years ago for me, when a friend showed me
a cabinet he had made for his father. Over the years of making various wooden
items for family and friends, | came across an article for making a stool. | still have
and use that stool, as a full-time woodworker, almost every day in my shop. As

a self-taught woodworker, I've made a good bit of firewood in the past 25 years
of woodworking. Originally drawn to power tools, I've found a healthy balance
between the satisfaction of using a perfectly sharp and tuned hand tool, and
power tools. Windsor chairs, benches and stools all start as logs. Seat blanks are
cut from the log using a chainsaw mill then cut to shape, after drying, using a
band saw. The chair seat blanks are normally made from white pine or poplar.
Bench and stool blanks can be made from a variety of woods but usually oak,
sycamore and walnut. Legs, stretchers, crests, arm posts, arm rails, bows and
spindles are split from the logs using sledgehammers, wedges, gluts, froe and
froe mallet. Legs, stretchers and posts are usually made from maple, cherry,
walnut or sycamore and are turned on either a modern lathe or a foot-powered
pedal lathe. The crests, arm rails, bows and spindles are further shaped on a
shavehorse using drawknives and spokeshaves. Whatever is not used in chair
parts will either be used to make canes and walking sticks, or become firewood.

STATEMENT:

Bob has been making traditional Pennsylvania redware pottery since 1991. His first job as a potter was as a crafts
demonstrator at Landis Valley Museum in Lancaster, Pennsylvania where he interpreted their pottery collection and
demonstrated the traditional craft of making redware. During this time, he researched local potters and their work
and put into practice what he learned. After 9 years, Bob left Landis Valley to pursue a career as an art teacher.
Currently, he is employed by Manheim Central School District as a full-time high school art teacher where he
teaches ceramics and sculpture. As a high school teacher, his art program requires students to create art based on
research and reflection. His pottery is best described as traditional but not reproduction. Although he does make
reproductions of old pottery, the bulk of his work is “adaptive” in nature. He finds inspiration from old pottery forms
and decorations but often changes them or adds his own ideas. His goal is to create pottery that looks historically
correct but is truly of his hand. Bob's pots tend to look old because they are made very much in the old manner. He
sometimes uses red clay that he digs and cleans by hand. He “turns” pots on an 1860's style treadle type potter’s
wheel and decorates his work using traditional techniques such as slip trailing and sgraffito. Bob built and fires a
traditional beehive type kiln using wood as a fuel. He also uses electric wheels and kilns as necessary. The only
real break with tradition is the glazes. While the early potters used a lead-based glaze (which was found to be
toxic) he uses a modern approach to the science of glazes. Bob mixes his own glazes from borosilicate glass rather
than lead so that the finished pottery is food safe. Bob likes to experiment with new glazes that look historically
correct and are safe to use. He also maintains a traditional pottery shop at the Conestoga Area Historical Society
and demonstrates redware pottery at all their major events. During the summer Bob produces the bulk of his work
and fires his traditional beehive kiln. For fun, he collects traditional 19th century redware. While most pieces in

As | construct the sculpture by “coil” method, sometimes tiny openings remain in the wall of the piece. Lately, these holes have
become deliberate and larger. | play with the way light penetrates and enlivens the interior of the piece, even though it is made
of earth. The holes emphasize our bodily frailty. | push the clay to the limits of its thinness to further articulate this vulnerability.
The pieces look fragile, but porcelain is in fact very strong. | use color to emphasize where the piece is coming apart, coming
together. Somehow the center holds, even when it seems that centripetal force is about to spin everything away. While making
the porcelain sculptures, | also think a lot about our natural world: clouds racing across the sky, icebergs and icebergs melting,
the movement of crustal plates, the delicacy of the balance between our human needs and the needs of our environment.

| have been fascinated with the art of stained-glass windows since researching a paper in high
school (many years ago!) The fascination led me to take a college class in architectural stained
glass. | found the medium worked well with my background in graphic design: designing for stained
glass requires simplifying forms to work with the complexity of cutting glass and assembling it with
lead and solder. While | love the color of light through stained glass, | have also designed patterns
using clear textured glass with the lead lines creating the interest. Lately, my focus has been on
“illumination”, or the art of painting on glass. This is a tricky technigue using a special tracing
paint that must be fired onto the glass in a kiln at 1240 degrees. The image becomes permanent
and weather-proof. This is the technigue used in church windows to illustrate biblical stories. It

Art creation might be summed up as a process of refining accumulated imagery and experiences to make something new and
personal. Some of the art | have been looking at over the last ten years is the animal imagery from Lascaux and Chauvet-Pont
d'Arc caves, some ancient monuments from around the world and Celtic monoliths. Beyond the imagery of these things what
intrigues me is their scale and surface and the connection of the object to a particular culture and what it can tell us about them;
the powerful references to life and death. My style of painting is gleaned from early twentieth century American painting and

the Modernist use of collage as a composition construction tool. Many days as a child spent walking in the woods, across fields,
and on the railroad tracks in rural Pennsylvania led to my exploring as an artist a connection between light and space and the
emotions they cause. Sometimes the mood and evocations of my work can best be explained through the use of literature. So,

in making sense of my art a narrative often comes from particular works of literature. Recently | had a more active participation
of the literature/visual art connectivity -- | asked four poet friends to write poems based on the theme or title Origin of Oranges
and paired them with some of my woodcuts. | also made a series of paintings, drawings, and sculptures with this theme.

of discarded tires in it and said, “That's beautiful!” | thanked her, but protested
that apart from National Parks, our landscapes, especially along the highways,
are visually polluted with litter, billboards, telephone poles, and graffiti, and my
painting was supposed to call attention to that as a reminder of our insensitivity
and indifference to the environment.

In fact, |
began to enjoy the humor and poignancy of objects found in the landscape, such
as a gleaming white toilet in the woods, and a lonely-looking chair abandoned
beside the road. And, the heroic, sentinel-like presence of an old sycamore tree
whose trunk was completely covered with carvings. Telephone poles began to
interest me also as dramatic linear silhouettes against the sky, especially in

the evening or under unusual weather conditions such as fog or storm clouds.
Nevertheless, there is no excuse for our advanced civilization to spoil the
landscape with litter, signs, and objects that are ugly and intrusive. We need to be
conscious of the value of beauty and good design in our outdoor environment as
well as in all aspects our lives.

FINGER SMEARING OF COLOR because tactile paper selection is just as important when applying
pastels. You may even see untouched textured paper peeking from underneath my work and that's

ok. Why drown the paper’s beauty?

My artist studio overlooks the historic Homestead Steel Works, site of the most
deadly labor protest America. Union activist Mother Jones took her stand there.
Six days later, labor activist Fannie Sellins was murdered, just north of Pittsburgh,
for demanding workers' rights. This past August marked the 100th anniversary of
both these horrendous events, inspiring me to memorialize on canvas these brave,
unsung heroines. Very personally, my own grandmother, Janina Pagosa, a Polish
immigrant whom | never met, fought for the woman'’s right to vote.

A term often invoked by those who follow Buddhist wisdom is “mindfulness”,
in part, paying attention to the little things around you. Elsewhere the Book
of Tea (a Japanese legacy) uses terms like “beatitude of the mundane” and
“veneration of the imperfect”, to point us roughly in the same direction.

When is a photograph art? Art is what is human, it is the visual, lyrical and written transformation of our thoughts into

a physical reality. To this end, photography's role has often been misunderstood, due primarily to the ease by which it

can produce an image. This image, based solely on its existence, is then considered by many to be art. This is a false
assumption. To understand why, we need a better grasp of photography’s traditional role as a narrative depiction of a scene
in real time by use of a mechanical device. To transform photography to a more creative force, the image maker must alter
the reality of the scene to be photographed. This can be accomplished by either the repositioning or the redirecting of

the existing elements found in the original composition. However, in order to have an even greater effect on the outcome
of the image and its reclassification as a representation of Art. It is necessary for the image maker to add their original
content. This elevates the image's message as it more precisely reflects the image makers message. When such a scene is
photographed the image is seen as a representation of the Art. It does not become the Art itself until the scene has been
dismantled. When this scene is photographed by anyone other than its originator its classification reverts back to the
narrative. Keep in mind that the superficial altering of an image through such techniques as the distortion, texturizing or
colorization has a limited effect on the structure of the image because it has no effect on its content. To better understand
photography’s transition to a more creative representation | have defined several categories. The Subjective Narrative: This
is where a physical change has been made to a scene by either the repositioning or the redirecting of content found in the
scene before it has been photographed. The Conceptual Narrative: This is where the physical change to an image is done
thru the adding of original content by the image maker, better expressing their message. The Conceptual: This is where the
capture of the image is only the first step in a process that may employ a variety of techniques done in camera and in post-
production resulting in an image that did not exist in real time. The addition of Content is the most significant change that
can be made to the reclassifying of an image.

It was during this
period of time in (June of 1972) that a devastating flood inundated my town, Wilkes-Barre, Pennsylvania and the
surrounding area. This event would change my perspective on photography as being just a person quest. Since, at
my mother’s coaxing, | was encouraged to visit the local newspaper and inquire if they needed any help. | did not
think this idea had much of a chance of success but | complied, not realizing that at the time the paper had no staff
photographers. So, there | found myself standing in the newsroom before this imposing editor, asking in a timid
voice, if he needed any photographic help. The answer, to my surprise, was, as he took the stogie from his lips, yes,
go out and photograph everything.

| have grown to favor abstract work. The more foreign to me, the more intriguing, and | am
especially excited by art that flirts with the familiar, satisfying the eyes and challenging the mind
for some kind of reference to experience. In addition to my involvement with the visual arts, |
have always been compelled to make constructed things. These two interests have produced in
me an appetite for challenge, and a deep appreciation of tools, materials, and process. A Model
Turkey was imagined as a straight-forward mashup of surrealism and pop, using juxtapositions of
organic and artificial, size and scale, commemoration and consumption, and a solid foundation

in Americana. | made molds of dressed turkey parts and cast models using polyurethane resin,
used machining methods to construct the grid from stock PVC rod, then assembled the parts onto
the grid along with the part number tags. When immersed in an elaborate and time-consuming
process, | often pursue backstory questions that casually arise as | work. | first identified the
turkey as having been selectively bred, and eventually learned the unfortunate results. The pre-
conceived title of the piece immediately took on a sad irony. My subject was indeed a model turkey,
but due to being “successfully” bred for its unnaturally large breast, it cannot reproduce naturally,
is sometimes unable to support itself with its own legs, and often needs a lifetime of drugs to
survive. By the time the process of making the sculpture was complete, it seemed to serve as an
illustration of a cautionary tale. When working in assemblage, | minimize tendencies that would
allow the emergence of familiar imagery in order to maintain an abstract effect. While exploring
the relationships among components in a given piece, | always work toward montage rather than
collage, and use juxtaposition to keep things a little sketchy until something akin to a narrative
begins to emerge, which then guides me to completion and titling. When | began to work on
Stripped, | made an effort to minimize a strong initial impression of flesh and bone. As | considered
components for inclusion, | thought | picked up figural hints of Native American Culture. When

the composition was nearly finished, a sense of loss and waste arose and completed a picture of
ignorant and devastating behavior. | hope that those who view my work begin by appreciating

its intrinsic characteristics, and then experience a surprising thought process depending on the
presence or absence of representationalism: either a sense of familiarity followed by discovery of
quirky implications, or a cautious uncertainty resolved as the mind uncovers something relevant.

Over the past thirty-five years | have developed an increasingly spare vocabulary of forms. At one time more organic, my pieces
have gradually become more geometric through the influence of both process and choice of material. My earliest works were
designed as clay models and then scaled up into laminated hardwood, kiln dried boards glued together to create a stable mass.
Wood was initially a choice of convenience, a permanent material, readily available and easily worked with common tools. As

| moved towards more regular solids, | eliminated the clay models and began to design pieces on a graph pad. This process of
working with a grid has influenced the shapes, as has the continued use of dimensional hardwood lumber. Although | have never
considered myself a “woodworker”, | now rarely think in terms of another material. My work has always been about simple, subtle
curves, shifting planes and how light reveals them. Free standing pieces are most often about transitions from one shape to another.
The use of a contrasting material, most often silver leaf or paint, not only plays off the sensuous quality of the wood and adds a
secondary design element but also emphasizes the play of light across the surface. While not strictly serial, my pieces tend to
evolve one out of the other. One piece will often generate ideas for other variations. Ultimately, the decision of which pieces work
aesthetically and which do not is intuitive. Scale and proportion are both very important. Although formal and abstract in design,
my pieces are intended to be appreciated on a more intimate level as objects we encounter on a very human scale.

the desire and hope to recognize infinity. An attempt to reach past death may have been futile but seemed more rational a
gesture then to submit to our limitations. My work has been a constellation of visual to conceptual analogies: accepting death

as part of life, recognizing our place as a subject in history, as well as understanding the past as a living and changing concept.
Nevertheless, the overlying intent is to present an apparatus that can encourage a dialogue of resolution to our mortality within

Photography inspires my art and is key in the creation of my etchings. The images | employ originate from my own photographs,
as well as from the images | find in the digital archives of universities, historical societies, libraries, and museums. Upon locating
a scene that | wish to etch, I first execute several original drawings of that documented image. My employment of photography

Painting with a Tiny Pen: | am fascinated by the essence of calligraphic shapes and sacred texts, by pattern and by texture. Intense
repetition can be quite calming as for example, in Islamic architecture. Ideally, | want every mark to matter, the way every cell in

a tree grows with purpose, nothing random, nothing extra. This is a goal. Early in a 3-year MFA program in sculpture | decided to
study the way forms interact, with the idea that if I can understand that, | would better able to use the language of form to say
what | want to say. Subsequently, | spent many years carving wood and stone, creating interacting organic shapes that respond
to each other. Eventually | started to take some of the same shapes and create them on various papers with a fine point pen and
black ink. The feel of the various papers and the process of applying the ink is as sensuous as the feel of the wood or stone when
shape takes place under a carving tool. In the same way that | became more and more sensitive to every subtlety of shape and
form when carving, the pen point got finer and the ink lines tinier as | began to ask just how sensitive can one get about every
single mark. | want to control the mark, | do not want to be at the mercy of a tool, so the best I could do is seek out finer and finer
pen points. In the end, the purpose behind all of this mark making, the shapes, forms and textures, is to celebrate the efforts we
make to understand, to document and to enrich our world. Pattern, space and shape are the letters, the verbs and the nouns of

my visual world.

While in graduate school studying ceramics at the Maryland Institute College of Art, | began to make intaglio etchings and
drypoints, and for the past 30 years my work has focused on drawing and print- making. A concern for the written word and a
great interest in books and, in general, the book world made me look for ways to combine my creative imagery with text. Red
Howler Press was established 25 years ago to print hand-made, limited edition books. My imagery explores visual and literary
ideas through black and white print media, usually wood engraving. There is a long tradition of wood engraving and the book arts,
and it seemed quite natural to follow that path. | have always gravitated toward the German print tradition and have a particular
fondness for the work of Durer, Wolgemuth, Cranach, Holbein, and Baldung-Grien. My technique is to employ black line engraving
rather than the more traditional approach of white line engraving. Mostly, | am interested in the quality of line, and my ideas are
conceived as black lines on a white ground; therefore, my interest concerns the graphic quality of wood engraving rather than the
tonal quality. Also, the German school mentioned earlier, employed the black line technique.
